seeking food near your home

e Do not approach any animals that are acting in a strange or unusual
manner

e Keep garbage cans tightly covered and avoid storing any food outside

e Report all animal bites

e Children should be instructed to tell an adult immediately if they
were bitten or scratched by any animal.
